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Race info 

 

Date: Sunday, 24 June 2012 

 

Courses: 

Swimming in the city center in the river Neckar in Heilbronn, attractive and 
challenging bike course through the "Swabian Tuscany", running along the river 

Neckar through Heilbronn City Center (pedestrian zone, Kaiserstrasse) with finish 
on the beautiful Market Place. 

Sprint Distance: 0.5 km swim / 20 km bike / 5 km run 

(Time limit: Swim 25 min, after bike 1:40 h, Finish 2:30 h) 

Olympic Distance: 1.5 km swim / 40 km bike / 10 km run 

(Time limit: Swim 55 min, after bike 3:10 h, Finish 4:20 h) 

Middle Distance: 2.0 km swim / 70 km bike / 15 km run 

(Time limit: Swim 1:10 h, after bike 4:20 h, Finish 6:10 h) 

Remark: The stated time limits are valid after race start. Athletes exceeding the 

limit must stop the race or will be disqualified. 

+ relay on Olympic and Middle Distance  

 

Preliminary schedule:   

Start Sprint Distance: presumably 12:45 pm, starts in 2 waves 

Start Olympic Distance: presumably 11:30 am, 2 waves starting every 8 minutes 

Start Middle Distance: presumably 9:30 am, 3 waves starting every 8 minutes 

Check-in for all distances will be 3:00 pm – 7:00 pm on Saturday before race 
day as well as 7:00 am – 8:00 am for middle distance and until 10:00 am for 
sprint and Olympic distance on race day. 

The schedule may be subject to changes. The final schedule will be published in 
the start information about 4 weeks before race day.

Carbo-Loading:   Saturday from 4:00 pm and on Sunday at the FOOD COURT  

For a fee of € 8,- every athlete can choose a meal and a large drink (not only 
pasta!) worth € 10,- at the cosy beer garden right next to the swimming course 
(in the Badstrasse, approx. 500 m away from transition) on Saturday before the 

race., 

This voucher (€ 8,-) can only be booked in combination with the race entry. It is 
possible to order more vouchers for family and friends. After payment (transfer 

together with the race entry fee) the voucher will be handed over together with 
the race documents. 

With this voucher you can choose from the rich offer of the Food Court. The 

value corresponds to € 7,- for food and € 3,- for drinks. You may pay up if the 
value is not enough for your choice on the location.

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Licenses: 

Athletes without a valid license of their national triathlon association must 
purchase a one-day permit for the Olympic Distance for € 20 and for the Middle 

Distance for €25 at the pick-up of the race package. 

Starters on the Sprint Distance and relay starters on all distances do not 
need a license or permit! Athletes with valid license must show it personally 

with an official ID at the race package pick-up.

Timekeeping:  

The timekeeping is done with the ChampionChip Timing System. Please state the 
number of your own chip when registering or choose that you need to lend a chip 

(lending fee € 3,-). When using a lent chip you have to pay € 28,- at the pick-up 
of starting documents. When returning the chip at the bike check out you will get 

back € 25,- in cash or debt-only check. 

 

Prize money and prizes in kind: 

Prize money will be given only on the Middle Distance (2/70/15 km). 

On all other distances there will be valuable prizes in kind that will be announced 

later.

Minimum age: 

For Sprint and Olympic Distance (including relay) athletes born in 1994 or earlier 

are admitted. For the Middle Distance (including relay) athletes must be born in 
1992 or earlier. 

 

Relays: 

A relay team must consist of a minimum of 2 athletes, i.e. there is also the 
possibility that one person accomplishes two parts for one team. 

  

Registration: 

A right for a start exists only after the payment receipt on the bank account 

mentioned above. The athlete will be tagged accordingly in the starters list. If 
there is no payment receipt 7 days after registration, the entry may be deleted. 

A transfer of registration is not possible. 

 

Deadline: 10 June 2012. Entry fees must be on the bank account on 15 June 
2012 the latest, otherwise there is not right on start.
